She is now bringing her work back to Europe, first with a solo exhibition at Milan’s Triennale 
in October 2009, and now to London, at the Imago Art Gallery, which has successfully presented the works 
of several Italian artists and is fast becoming a point of reference for Italian art and culture in the U.K. 
 

“Her works may be simple in appearance, but they are at the same time very complex. 
Cristina Melotti’s pictorial world is based on an interior reality made of unconscious 
energies that are in constant motion. Everything moves in an atmosphere that hangs between 
dream and memory. (… ) Her images lead us to a dark and impenetrable world, which 
Melotti accesses by way of her terse and careful formal construction, and she allows the 
viewer to partake in it.”
